Ensemble activities:

The ensemble was established in 1979 as a part of the Military Aviation Academy. Later it
became a part of the Faculty of Aeronautics of the Technical University of Kosice. In 2009 a civic
association FS Borievka was established to complement the activities of the ensemble. Currently, the
ensemble Borievka is a university folklore ensemble working under the auspices of the Faculty of
Aeronautics of the Technical University of Kosice.

Since its founding, the ensemble gave more than 1,300 performances at various folklore festivals,
events, competitions and shows in Slovakia and abroad. More than 500 young people, who decided
to devote their free time to folklore traditions, have been members of the ensemble. Currently, the
ensemble has more than 45 active members organised in the folk music group, dance group and choir.

Recent achievements of the ensemble

Folklore ensemble Borievka has proven its position and merits in national and international
context in the long term. Several of the ensemble members are laurates of the national competition
of solo dancer “Saffova ostroha”, and several talented musicians and singers have been awarded at
various prestigious events.

Broader public became more aware of the ensemble after the successful appearance of the
ensemble in the TV show “Zem spieva”. The finale of the first series of the show was with the
participation of the vocal trio “Rusinske trio” and solo dancer Peter Vajda, while the whole ensemble
participated in the 2018 edition finale.

Ensemble activities:

Folklore ensemble Stavbdr was founded in1959 as a part of Pozemné Stavby Zilina; the ensemble
has evolved over time, adapting to changes in folklore material selection and performance styles.
Today, the ensemble‘s main focus is arranging authentic folklore material and combining it with a
modern and creative approach, as well as presenting stylized folklore.

Individual choreographies a entire programmes present mostly traditions of villages of the north-
western and northern Slovakia — Zuberec, Fackov, Suchd Hora, as well as other Slovak regions —
Pozdisovce, Kostolec or villages of the Horehronie region like Polomka, Helpa, Pohoreld or Sumiac.
Ensemble’s production is based mostly on the dance and music tradition of the folk culture. The
choreographies often portray dances typical for specific seasons and customs (e.g. carnival season,
wedding, Midsummer, etc.).

In 1997 the Ensemble signed a contract with the University of Zilina aiming to improve the
conditions for its members and enrich the members by university students. This enabled the ensemble
to present its activities at regular shows of academic folklore ensembles — Akademickd Nitra and
Akademicky Zvolen.

Participation in festivals and achievements:

The ensemble Stavbdr presents Slovak folklore and traditions annually in Slovakia and abroad.
It has completed more than 3,340 performances so far — in Europe, Asia and South America.

In 2024 the ensemble celebrated its 65th anniversary and more than one-year long preparation
period for the celebration was successfully finished by a premiere and repeat performance
of a feature programme “Pramene”, which has been seen by more than 1,100 spectators so far.

Of course, the ensemble still wants to advance, therefore it already works on new choreographies,
which will be presented this year.

Programme title: “Po guralski”

The performance is inspired by the music and dances of the Goral (highland) culture of the
region of Northern Orava and Podhale, highlighting individual interpretation of songs, dances and
instrumental music as well as their interconnection in the natural scenic symbiosis. The programme is
complemented by the dance elements from the village Brezovica located on the border of the Orava
region, typical for well-preserved elements of the highland dance and music tradition. Choreography
was created following the need for authentic arrangement and was adapted to specific interprets
taking into consideration their personal style, dance and vocal predispositions and song selection. The
sources of inspiration were mostly the style of the Vavrek family and folklore ensemble Skorusina,
Masniak family from Podhale, Kubica family from Hladovka, as well as the unique performance
style of Jdn Karpiel— Bulecka and other musicians and singers. The programme is a tribute to the
traditional interprets of the highland region and their artistic expressions adapted and presented on
the stage under the label of the folklore ensemble Stavbar.

Predkladand choreografia tematicky reflektuje fenomén pracovnej migrdcie a vystahovalectva
rusinskeho obyvatelstva severovychodného Slovenska, konkrétne obce Jarabina a Kamienka v Spisskom
regione. Vyjchodiskovym interpretacnym rdmcom je tradicnd kultira Rusinov ako nositelov Specifickych
etnokultirnych prejavov.

Choreografickd vypoved vychddza z historicky doloZeného fenoménu drotdrstva a pracovnej
migrdcie muZskej casti populdcie. MuZi z uvedenych lokalit odchddzali za prdcou mimo tizemia byvalého
Ceskoslovenska, najmd do prostredia byvalej Juhosldvie a Spojenych statov americkych. V lokdlnom
kultiirnom prostredi boli oznacovani ako ,,amerikdnci®, pricom tento termin predstavoval nielen
pomenovanie ekonomickych migrantov, ale aj symbol socidlneho a kultiirneho kontaktu tradicnej
dedinskej komunity s vonkajsim svetom. Migrdcia zdsadne ovplyviiovala vaiitorné fungovanie
rodinného i komunitného Zivota. Dlhodobd nepritomnost muzov formovala kazdodenni realitu
domdcnosti a vytvdrala Specifické socidlne vztahy zaloZené na odlicent, ocakdvani ndvratu a udrziavani
rodinnych vizieb napriek geografickej vzdialenosti.

Ensemble activities:

The ensemble Polana was founded in 1949 by a group of Slovaks studying at universities in Brno. The
most significant founding personalities included professor Milan Krizo — from village Hrochot, Slovak legend
of folk songs from the Podpolanie region, who was the art director and choreographer Ing. Leo Blazek —
the founder of the folklore ensembles Dudvih and Trnafcan.

Celebrating its 75" anniversary in 2024 the ensemble belongs to the significant folklore ensembles in
the Czech and Slovak Republic, and is the oldest compatriot association of Slovaks in the Czech Republic.

Currently, the ensemble has over 90 members, mostly university students and graduates with over 85%
of active members being of Slovak nationality.

The main aim and activity of the ensemble is cultural and art activities focused on preserving the
traditions of folk culture in the form of music, word and dance folklore from various regions of Slovakia.
Further aims are to raise awareness of national traditions and passing them on to younger generations,
creatively perform traditions and customs, as well as promote the interest in folklore and folk art in general
in the whole Czech Republic and abroad.

Polana is dedicated to arranging solely Slovak folk art and traditions in their authentic form —
while arranging folklore of individual villages we focus mostly on traditional presentation of culture and
highlighting the purity and nature. Each choreography or programme is created in close cooperation with
a choreographer or person native to that particular ethnographic region or village in Slovakia. Thanks to
such cooperation the ensemble can get to know the specific village as closely as possible — the focus is on the
typical dance, music or vocal expression, dialect and costumes. During the past 15 years, the ensemble had
the chance to work with several renowned choreographers, pedagogues and musicologists from Slovakia —
e.g. Pavel GazZo, Stefan Stec, Viadimir Michalko, Attila Oldh, Jdn Michdlik, Alzbeta Lukdcovd, Michal Noga,
Peter Obuch and many others.

Since 2007 the ensemble Polana has annually organised a popular event called “Slovenskd tancovacka”.
Tancovacka is a form of the dance workshops known as “tanecny dom”, popular in Slovakia and Hungary,
where the folk dances are taught under the supervision of experienced teachers from Slovakia.

In 2018 Polana was a part of a new project created by the Slovak national television called “Zem
spieva”, where Polana, as the only folklore ensemble from abroad, competed along top ensembles, interprets
and representatives of the traditional Slovak folk culture. This project enabled Polana to get into awareness
of wider public as a compatriot association from Brno uniting Slovaks in the Czech Republic.

In 2022 the ensemble published the first ensemble CD entitled “Polana ZTRATY A NALEZY”. Last
year we successfully premiered a new art programme “DOBA” created on the occasion of celebrating the
75% anniversary of founding the ensemble. In addition, in 2025 it was the first time that Polana performed
at the International Folklore Festival in Viychodnd and at the folklore festival in Detva.

Programme title: “Zemlice”

The presented choreography reflects the phenomenon of work migration and emigration of the
Carpatho-Rusyns living in the north-eastern Slovakia, villages Jarabina and Kamienka in the region of Spis.
The initial interpretation framework is the traditional culture of Carpatho-Rusyns as the bearers of the
specific ethnological and cultural expressions.

The choreography is based on the historically recorded phenomenon of tinsmithing and labour migration
of the male population. Men from the mentioned regions left home — area of that time Czechoslovakia, to
find work abroad mostly in the areas of former Yugoslavia and the USA. In the local cultural environment
they were referred to as “Amerikdni” (American migrants), this expression being a name for economic
migrants as well as symbol of social and cultural contact of the traditional rural community with the outside
world. Migration affected significantly family and community life. Long-term absence of men shaped
everyday life of households and created specific social relations based on separation, expecting the return
and maintaining family ties in spite of the geographical distance. Therefore, the choreography presents the
moment of leaving, saying goodbye, returning and emotional memory of the community connected with the
phenomenon of migration.

In the dance, music and vocal structure, the choreography applies authentic dance material of the
Carpatho-Rusyn village Jarabina, as well as the village Kamienka, which, in broader context, created a
cultural and social unity of two neighbouring villages. Dances “Skdkand”, male dance “Juhansky” and female
dance “Popod ruky” respect the original local context, typical movement motifs, rhythmic organisation and
style features of the regional dance tradition. Ethno-musicological line of the choreography is based on the
musical expression of the Carpatho-Rusyn environment of the north-eastern Slovakia typical by archaic
melodic elements.

The music component respects the principle of functional connection of music and dance. The vocal
component is based on the traditional Carpatho-Rusyn polyphonic expression of men and women.
Choreographic arrangement is based on the principles of folklore stylisation while maintaining the ethno-
choreographic and ethno-musicology characteristics of the original material. A significant part of the
choreography points at the timeless phenomenon of migration, which still remains a part of the social reality.
Through the traditional dance culture, the programme articulates the collective experience of separation,
labour migration and continuous search for identity between home and foreign places.

Overview of the ensemble‘s activities since its establishment - brief summary:

The Folk Group “Vesnyanka” of the Rivne Palace of Children and Youth was founded
in 1983.

“Vesnyanka” is an original creative laboratory of searching, fixing, saving and popularization
of ethno-cultural inheritance of the Rivne Polissya - one of the most unique and most original
historico-ethnographical regions of Ukraine. In the repertoire of the group there are ritual, everyday
and out-of-calendar works, domestic dances and instrumental music of the Rivne Polissya. The scenic
clothing of the group are original folk costumes of the beginning-middle XX century, collected
in the folklore expeditions. The folk group “Vesnyanka” is a participant of numerous concerts
for the habitants of Rivne and its region as well as of many regions of Ukraine. The group took part
in the concert-reports of the Rivne region in the National Palace “Ukraine” in Kyiv.

The Folk Dance Ensemble “Druzhba”: the collective was created in 1979 at Rivne City
Palace of Children and Youth. In 1989 the ensemble has been awarded the title “Exemplary Artistic
Collective”. Ensemble “Druzhba™ is the center of choreographic education and training of students
in Rivne.
